    True/False
1. A conclusion comes at the end of a passage.

2. Conclusions are always short.

3. A conclusion is a summary.

4. The conclusion should relate back to the beginning of the passage.

5. You might find an anecdote in a conclusion.

· Give the pupils about 5 minutes to discuss the true/false statements in groups/pairs. This will work as a stimulus to engage the pupils and get them thinking. It will also allow the teacher to assess their knowledge of what constitutes a good conclusion.

·  Next go through the statements and get them to shout out their answer to each statement: this should provoke more discussion and allow the teacher to clarify some points about conclusions.

· Next step would be to tackle an conclusion type question from a paper, working in pairs/groups.

· The teacher would then bring the work together and model an answer on the board/LCD.

· From here the pupils can now tackle several conclusion type questions and peer assessment can be used, before the teacher collates answers.
