Once again , we are being asked to comment on how the writer uses language to get her feelings across to the reader

.

Note: When we are asked to comment on language, the main areas for comment will be the following : word choice / imagery; tone or sentence structure.

We have looked at word choice and the connotations of words previously. Before we go through the process of answering this question, think about tone.

Tone is about the mood or feelings being created in a piece of writing.

The tone of a passage or section of writing can be created or altered by a variety of techniques:-

· Use of exclamation marks to show surprise, disbelief etc.

· Use of dashes to create an informal tone or reveal aspects of personality.

· Word choice can create tone :- formal/ informal, questioning, angry, sad, astonished, shocked, disbelieving etc.

More about sentence structure.

Sentence structure can involve a variety of techniques but remember there is a limited number of strategies that can be used  :-

· Repetition of words. 
· General statements followed by illustrations or lists.

· Lists which build up to a climax, or anti-climax when the author builds up to something which does not then happen often for humorous effect.

· Antithesis where the writer places opposites together in a sentence for contrast.

· Use of long and short sentences for variety and balance.

· Use of inversion, where the writer reverses the normal order of the sentence.

· Use of punctuation. e.g.

· Frequent use of commas to create a list- ( to emphasise a point being made in the passage)

· Use of colon and semi-colon.

· Use of brackets-can create an informal tone.

· Use of the dash- interjections, interruptions to the main argument.

· Use of two dashes to introduce additional information to a sentence i.e. parenthesis.

· Use of rhetorical questions- to force the reader 

· to think, to agree.

· Use of questions- purpose varies according to context.( What does the writer intend by the se of repeated questions?)
· Use of linking words to take discussion forward.
